Politic of Division and Human Rights Violations 

in West Papua 2003

I. Introduction

This Background paper presents a brief description on the condition, particularly on civil and political rights in West- Papua during the year 2003. This paper is prepared based on monitoring and investigation by a non-government organizations (NGOs) and community-based organizations (CBOs) who are concerned with human rights and law enforcement in Indonesia in general and Papua in particular.

This paper aims at describing policies enacted and implemented in 2003 in Papua, or, to be more specific, those that legitimate and expose to repressive operations and violence in Papua.  Further on, this paper will present types and forms of violence and human rights violations took place in Papua in 2003.

II. On Policies

1. Autonomy Policy

Law (UU) No 45 of 1999 on regional extention, Law No.21 of 2001 on Special Autonomy on Papua, Presidential decree No.1 of 2003 on the implementation of Law No.45 of 2000 on regional extension, Presidential Decree Nr. 213/M of 2003 that legalizes Abraham Atururi’s return in office as the Acting Governor of West Papua province. The above laws are using the legitimacy of Law No.22 of 1999 on regional government, Law No.25 of 1999 on Central and Regional Financial Balance, Law No. 45 of 1999 on regional extension, those all affect Law No.12 of 2002 on General Election and the Government regulation that provides the People Council of Papua.

2. Presidential Instruction No. 1/ 2003: Partial Implementation of autonomy

President Megawati Soekarnoputri on 27 January 2003 enacted the Presidential Instruction (Inpres) No. 1/2003, the substance of which confirms Law No.21/2001 on Special Autonomy of Papua.-  which actually does not reflect local aspiration- the government was persistent about making it effective as the final solution for West Papua.  This Inpres also perceives as an answer to local actions and demands to the central government. 

In response to the bloody incident of Timika from 23-24 October 2003 that occurred as a reaction to the implementation of Inpres No.1/2003, the central government c.q. Ministry of Domestic Affairs drafted Government Bill on Papuan People Council.  This bill barely eliminates Papuan People Council (PPC)  authority in the province.  This negates history and the initial idea of  PPC (i.e. as a regional institution to accommodate people’s aspiration).  The Ministry of Domestic Affairs through Secretary General Mrs. Siti Nurbaya stated that MPR should better be tribal and cultural, instead of Political representation. 

3. Call from Regional Deliberation Council (Muspida) of Papua Province on 7 November 2003
The proclaim comprises 4 things, namely: first, the fact that since 1963 Papua has been a legal part of the United State of Indonesia and therefore, all viable laws in Indonesian shall be viable in Papua. Secondly, any political activity that contradicts the viable rules and laws shall not be justified on any reason. Thirdly, the following shall not, on any reason, be justified:

a. Commemorating December first as Papua’s Independence Day.

b. Raising Bintang Kejora flag, or other symbols that contradict those officially admitted in Unitary State  Republic of Indonesi ( NKRI)

Fourth, any noncompliance is subject to sanctions set by prevailing laws.  This letter was signed by the Governor of Papua, Drs J.P Salossa, M.Si, Papua Head of Attorney Office Tarwo Hadi Sadjuri, SH.MH, Trikora Commander General Nurdin Zainal, MM, and Chief Regional Police Drs Budi Utomo.

4. Military and Police forces Operations



a. Operation Ketupat in Papua. 

Aiming at securing Papua on the holiday’s seasons of 2003 (Idul Fitri Festival, December 1rst, 2003, December 14th, and toward Election 2004), this operation involved 1400 personnel of both POLRI and TNI.

Following its operation throughout Papua, a number of civilians have been arrested arbitrarily  in the following incidents:

1. Arrest of 11 civilians who were alleged as members of TPN/OPM in Bonggo District, Jayapura Regency, on 22 November.

2. The arrest of Saul Bomay and Firlep Karma (both are ex political prisoner) on 9 November. 



b. ‘Safety Belt’ Operation by regional Police.

This operation is not only aimed at safety belt discipline but also search of sharp weapons. 



c. Operation ‘Alfa’ by the Indonesian Air Force

Under this operation the Air Force made maneuvers with their F16 on the air above the north coast, as admitted by Lt.Col.Pnb Tatang. Further on, it was notified that nothing extraordinary about this operation!

  
d. Operation ‘Bina Kemitraan’ (Partnership Building Operation)
Put into practice from June – July 2003, in the commemoration of Police 57th Anniversary. Under this operation, 42 civilians lead by Bernadus Papiri (a civil servant of the Public Work Agency of Demta District of Biak) turned themselves in to the police.  Another 8 civilians lead by Andris Kapitarauw, and 130 people of Wamena did likewise. Most of them were ordinary people, only some who were allegedly former member of Papuan Liberation Army .  Public was suspicious that this operation was a mere “window dressing” exercise  to gain promotion within the police institution.


e. Operation as the Reaction to Wamena Case

Additional deployment of 100 notorius Army Special Forces members (KOPASUS) from Jakarta was supported by the Regional Government (provincial and district) as reflected in the statements they made on the mass media. Governor Drs. Jaap Salossa, Msi., for instance said “Operation is tolerable as long as no civilian affected”.  Unfortunately, there was no accountability on civil casualties.  There was neither rehabilitation nor compensation to the affected civilians.  In the contrary, incidents continue to exist without clarification, including of the rationale of the operations.  Given the authority, the Governor may ask for clarifications regarding any kind of operation deployed in this territory.  Instead, he allowed the intrusion of TBO (operation assistance forces) under the name of Merah Putih Troop, a militia group .

There was no clarification regarding the source of funding.  A source of DPRD Wamena mentioned it was funded by the OPSUS (community social welfare fund) intended for the community, which was misused to funding the routines of Regional Government and local apparatuses on security reasons. 

  
f. Militia in Papua (Timika)

Papua Chief Police Drs Budi Utomo admitted the existence of letters sent by chief of Garda Merah Putih, Eurico Guitteres requesting permission for an entrance to Papua (Timika).  Joint meeting of local Deliberation Councils (MUSPIDA) decided to ban their intrusion.  Report from the field explained that this Guard has long existed in Papua as a number of places showed RI symbols like Merah Putih. 

III. Cases/Issues

1. Break-up of Papua Province

There were pros and cons against the declaration of the Central Irian Jaya province in Timika on 23 August 2003, which sparked  open conflict between the pros and cons.  The government referred to this clash was as tribal war.
The incident protracted to 24 August, has caused 4 civil casualties and 50 injured (3 women), plus one victim of arbitrary arrest.  The conflict started with the stipulation of the Presidential Instruction (Inpres) No 1 / 2003 on the implementation of Law No 21 / 2001 on regional autonomy on Papua.  Resistance came from natives of Papua e.g. the Amungge Institute for Tribal Community (Lembaga Masyarakat Amungge), who judged the policy compelling.   On government side, Andreas Anggaibak (chairperson of local parliament of Mimika) argued that the special autonomy would make Papuans as hosts in their own land.

Ultimately peace was built by means of tribal mechanism, with the involvement of local components.  Unfortunately, the government did not follow the implementation. Local state officials claimed themselves as persons who must be granted the authority to manage autonomy in local administration and legal territory. The governor never invites regents and governors of Central and West Papua to sit together in discussion.
2. Violence

Violence occurred during the year 2003 as impacts of the above policies and military as well as police operations. Stigmatization against Papua incurred violent incidents throughout the year.  It is recorded that a number of cases including rapes, violence against women, torture and killings took place everywhere. Plus, intimidation against human rights workers in Papua. 

· Extra Judicial Killings

November 3, 2003 was definitely not a good day for Wairek Rawar (23 y.o.) – a youth of Desa Opiaref, East Biak working as motorbike taxi driver, who were stabbed by TNI apparatuses namely First Sergeant JM (member of TNI Company of PAL Biak) and First Soldier HT (member of Company Hub Biak) who were on board victim’s bike and drunk. Arriving at the destination, the two refused to pay the fare.  Instead, they asked for money from the victim who refused and said  “you guys who should pay, not me”.  Upon this remark, the two attacked the victim and stabbed him.  Wairek was taken to the emergency unit of Biak Numfor Hospital, but lost his life immediately after that.

In another incident, Kaleb Imbiri (29 y.o.), student activist and former chief of the Student Board (SEMA) of Cendrawasih University was killed on 22 November 2003.  His body was recovered nearby the housing compound of Pomdam XVII/Trikora.

· Rape Cases

In October 2003, SS (23 y.o), a member of Sentani Police raped SK (16 y.o.), a high school student in Waibron village of West Sentani district.  The victim was on her way to school when she met the perpetrator who was drunk and washing his bike.  SS teased her and got unfavorable reaction.  Upon this, he chased the victim and raped her. Victim was defiant, but helpless.  

· Torture and Maltreatment

On 2 January 2003, Sebastian Ruatakorey a student of SMK III high school of Sorong was shot dead by unidentified person who used assembled gun with standard ammunition.  Evidences collected from the site lead to TNI.

Maikel Kosay and Wilius Wenda were arrested and tortured by TNI members of Strategic Command (Kostrad) 310 Kujang of West Java in Wamena – Jayawijaya. Being accused as members of TPN/OPM, both victims were arrested and tortured then handed to Jayawijaya Police who could not prove their involvement and released them immediately. 

On 24 January 2003, a judge of Manokwari State Court RF. Tampubolong, SH was tortured by Manokwari Police at a port when passengers were getting off and on board the ship.  Police members were arbitrarily hit the passengers including RF.Tampubolong.

On 19 February 2003, Jayapura Police, who was then pre-trialed by the victim’s legal counsel of LBH Papua on 25 February 2003, arbitrarily arrested Andhy, a local businessman. Kornelius Tier (20) and Yulius Pisya (23) were arrested by TNI Task Force Unit of Demta district that accused them for TPN/OPM members.  At the incident, victims were arrested together with a number of assembled guns and ammunition, and medications in a cave located in Ambora village of Demta district. 

Johny Tutuboy, journalist of Radar Sorong daily was tortured by Capt. Inf. MT and some other TNI members on 24 April 2003 when they were leaving a bar in Sorong.  No clarification on reasons. 

On 6 June 2003, four members of Sentani police tortured Karmin Jikwa for no reasons. The incident mobilized Wamena people to run a protest against Regional Police of Papua

TNI members of Infantry Battalion 122/ Tombak Sakti shot Isaskar Borom and his colleagues who were accused of TPN/OPM members.  Victims were civilians of Sarmi District, Tor Atas Samenente. Isaskar and Yotam survived but there have been no justice maintained. Perpetrators are on the loose.

On 7 July 2003, two drunken members of Biak Mobile Brigade maltreated a security guard of Furama Restaurant of Biak and Rumasep – Silvi Wompere couple.  Silvi is a women activist.  The couple was having dinner at the restaurant when the two apparatuses teased Silvi.  Rumasek reprimanded them and the two officials beat both Rumasek and Silvi.  Security guard on duty tried to break up the fight but was then tortured by the officials.  He was taken to the emergency unit of Biak Numfor Hospital.

Yosias Wendas (45 y.o), a participant of an English Course in Piramid – Jayapura was tortured and shot by First Sergeant Taufik Amir, a member of TNI-POM Wamena on 23 October 2003.  The incident took place in Jl. Irian Wamena, across Delta Farma Pharmacy, when the victim was on his way back from the course.  Due to his tight schedule, he entrusted his bag containing Rp. 4 million in cash to a kiosk nearby the perpetrator’s residence.  A couple of days later, victim returned to pick up the bag and the money but he came to the perpetrator’s residence by mistake, where he was asking about the bag he entrusted to the perpetrator’s wife who explained that there was no such bag and that he might have come to a wrong house.  The victim was persistent.  This compelled the mistress to call her husband at work, who immediately went home. There was argument between the two, and then both went to local police to report the case.  Local police made the effort to investigate and proved that Yosias entrusted the bag somewhere else.  Upon this finding, perpetrator hit and tortured the victim, forced him on board patrol car and ambushed him. Yosias was shot on the chin and left arm.

· Political Violence

On 4 April 2003 at around 01.30 local time, the guns storehouse of Makodim 1702 Jayawijaya were burglarized by alleged members of TPN/OPM under Yustinus Murib. This burglary cost the lives of two TNI members First Lt. Inf. Aryan Binsar Surung Napitupulu and First Sergeant Ruben Lena.  Military District Commander in office that time Lt.Col shot one of the burglars, Harman Yelipele. Kav. Masrumsyah (He has been replaced by Lt. Col. Inf. Gustaf Irianto K).  According to the Military District Commander, Regional Commander and TNI Commander, the burglars took a loot of 29 guns and thousands of ammunitions.

Following up the burglary, on 5 April 2003, TNI deployed 2 companies namely Kostrad 310 of Kujang, West Java and the Special Forces to search and find the whereabouts of the 29 units of gun and ammunitions and combat TPN/OPM under Yustinus Murib.  This turned out to be repressive. A number of civilians were adversely affected as their homes and properties were looted and burnt down in the process.  Residents of 6 districts of Baliem Valley left their homes and ran into the forests.  Some of them fell sick and died.  As the result, most of them had the trauma and tend to refuse discussion on the incident due to the psychological trauma they had.

· Criminalization against Human Rights Defender

The burglary of the Makodim storehouse elicited responses from Elsham Papua, KontraS Papua and NGO Coalition for Human Rights Protection and Law Enforcement for Papua.  Investigation revealed that the burglary involved TNI members.  

Kontras Papua made four statements of position that irritated TNI and Polri. The Commander of Regional Military XVII Trikora filed a complaint
 against KontraS Papua that is still waiting for court charge. Elsham Papua experiences the same concerning the Timika incident.  The hearing is now on progress at State Court of Jayapura. 

Within the same context, Trikora Regional Commander, Army Chief and TNI Commander justified the involvement of 9 TNI members in the burglary.  All were merely prosecuted in military court mechanisms.

Meanwhile, ELSHAM of West Papua was reported to the State Court of Jayapura by Trikora Commander, following a press conference on the incident in Mile 68 Timika that involved the shooting of two Americans and one Indonesian citizen, who were English teachers of Timika.  On the press conference, Elsham expressed its strong suspicions of the Special Forces.  TNI Trikora Commander filed a complaint on 14 June 2003.

Humanitarian activists had been having problems accessing information on the flag-raising incident in July 2003. 

Chief of Police Information Center, Chief Commissary Pol. Drs Daud Sihombing, SH, claimed Papua NGOs parasite that merely gnaw at the state instead of contributing to it. 

· Banned freedom of expression Second commemoration of Theys Eluays’ death)

On 11 November 2003 the people of Papua paid condolences on the passing away of Theys Hiyo Eluay two years ago.  They rehabilitated the grave and commemoration statue.  On the same date, police members forcefully destroyed the work.  All construction workers were taken to local police station for investigation and interrogation.

· Around the Commemoration of Free Papua, December 1st, 2003

As usual, on 1 December, local people raise Bintang Kejora flag in commemorating December 1st.  People were gathering at Theys' residence for prayers.  At around 05.15 local time, three young men raised the flag, a practice approved when Gus Dur was still in office in 2001: Bintang Kejora may be raised but have to be side by side with Merah Putih.  At this occasion, there was no Merah Putih raised.  Security apparatuses came to the scene and immediately raised the national flag.  

A few hours later, a joint force of Polri/TNI comprising 300 personnel arrived on scene. At around 08.30, under the command of Operational Chief of On-preparation Police of Jayapura District AKP Hando Wibowo,SIK., escorted by Chief of Administration Division AKP Soleman, and SPK Chief Iptu Hakim, assisted by Kanit Reskrim of Sentani Police Ipda Suyadi Waluya, the rope that hold Bintang Kejora was cut off, leaving Merah Putih alone on the air.  Prior to the incident, Hando Wibowo remarked “those who have no interest, please reside immediately”. At time of incident, religious devotion was in progress lead by  priest Kathy Yabansabra. The joint force was equipped with the long-arm guns and surrounded the house.

In relation to the incident above, Chief Police of On-Preparation Resort of Jayapura District, Roberth Jonhson, said that the decision to decline the flag was made based on the call made by Regional Deliberation Council (Muspida) Papua on an agreement made with PDP on 9 November 2000, and consent of the President in office at that time.  However, the Chief of Tribal Community Center (LMA), who was party to the agreement has no longer existed.  Besides, objection made by  the security unit is on the content of the agreement: Kejora may be raised side by side with Merah Putih as long as the size and height is less than that of Merah Putih. The raising took place in 5 sites including Theys’ and Yusuf Tanawani’s homes. Since today’s chief of Tribal community is Thoms Beanal, flag rising at Boy Eluay’s(Theys’ son’s) resident cannot be justified. 

The commemoration of 1st December in Biak started with the raising of flag for peace. The color of the flag represents nature of religions and faith. This occasion took place in Adadikam village before 200 audiences.  During the commemoration security apparatuses deployed a sweeping and arrested four civilians namely Mathias Msen,Yulianus Mnuwom, Septinus Rumere and  Paulinus Rumaropen (48 y.o.), who were investigated at Biak Police station. 

Apparatuses also deployed a sweeping in Serui in response to Muspida’s plea.  Various TNI attributes including active granate of TNI standard, ammunitions, Bintang Kejora flag, documents and stamps were discovered. People un-raised Bintang Kejora peacefully.  Commander of Military District 1709 Waropen, Lt. Col (Inf) Yunadi said that in response to the heating situation, sweeping is unavoidable. 

As the result, on deserted member of TNI named Seppy Nuboda (27 yo) was shot dead on 2 December 2003 following his resistance.  According to Yunadi, victim was shot because of his persistence and defensiveness.  However, legal process will be upheld. 
Following the December 1st incident at They’s hall, police declared the three flag raisers fugitives. The event committee is being investigated.  Chief Committee, John Suebu, admitted police summon for investigation and that they do not have legal counsels.

IV. Trends

· Throughout 2003 Papua Martial Law was not imposed on Papua. Nevertheless, intensity of violence by state apparatuses remains high.  The background to this include separatism stigmatization, police and army arbitrariness 

· A number of policies produced locally and centrally were imposed on Papua, with consent of local administrators.  Those policies divided Papua into a number of provinces based on geographical/territorial ratio.  Autonomy is a sensitive issue for local people for it at one side reflects simplification and marginalization of issues on crimes against humanity, environmental damages, marginalization of tribal community and abandoned right to development, education, employment and descent living and housing.

· Some other policies produced by civil authority and local police in practice adversely affect civilians whose freedoms were at cost.  Arbitrary arrest and detention based on TPN/OPM allegation have been common. The original objective of the operations, i.e. to secure both national and religious events has been neglected.

· There was also a policy that negates a previous one.  Muspida’s decision in one hand ban the commemoration of Free Papua but Gus Dur’s gave consent on raising Bintang Kejora and Merah Putih side by side on the other.  Muspida’s policies seem to serve as a legitimacy tool for the security apparatuses to execute and criminalize people who raised Bintang Kejora. 

· Some operations were deployed on a response to a particular case.  This seems to be exaggerating and presents abuses of power.

· Security and military operations deployed to respond to a case and placed Papua as a perilous region.  This eliminated chance to prosecute violators of human rights in Papua, allows violence and human rights violations to continue.  Obviously, the operations deployed in Papua utterly exposed local people to protracted violence and human rights violation.

· Government’s double standards in dealing with conflicts in Papua.  On one hand, it imposed its values of governance by implementing autonomy to accommodating local aspirations and capacity.  Conflicts are solved by means of tribal mechanism or community’s initiative.  At this point, the state has failed in maintaining security, and function as administrator, and mediator of conflict.

· Violence has been the common tool used to solve conflict, and communicate with local people.

· Security apparatuses seem to allow militia’s entry into the province.  There has been omission of cases where civilians adversely affected.

V. Violated National Norms/Standards

Threats to civil freedom vis a vis freedom of expression, freedom of opinion and freedom of association, the right to security including the rights to live, not to be tortured,  to equality before the law, to  fair trail, to be free from both political and tribal racism, and violence against women, rapes and human rights defenders’ freedom have been mostly violated. These present breaches against a number of conventions and covenants that present the core norm in both international and national relation; the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, Covenant on Civil and Political Right, Convention on the Eradication of all kinds of violence against women, convention on the elimination of discrimination against women, the convention on the elimination of all kinds of racial discrimination, the convention against Torture and other Inhuman, Mean and Degrading treatment or Punishment, and the declaration of Human Rights Defenders

Economic, Social and cultural right issue also an important aspect to note since  people’s rights to education, housing, health care, employment, and the right of the tribal community, the rights to development and to healthy environment have been frequently overlooked.  Such violations are breaches against internationally applicable norms including the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, ECOSOC Covenant, ILO Convention No 169 on tribal community, the Vienna Declaration 1993, the  Declaration on the rights to Development 1986, Rio Declaration 1992, and the UN Conference on human environment in Stockholm 1972.

VI. Recommendations

1. Given the patterns and types of violence, stigmatization in people’s perspective and Papua problems it has been imperative to immediately present an effective office of National Commission on Human Rights in Papua. 

2. Urge the Government of Indonesia to immediately ratify the ICCPR and   IESCR and the ICC. 

3. Urge the Indonesian Government not to continue politicization in imposing autonomy on Papua and not to make Papua as a Military Zone.

4. Demand humanity-based treatment compliant with the principles of good governance by TNI and Police.

5. Urge the Indonesian Government to work based on both national and international standards in investigating cases, maintaining peace diplomacy in solving the separatism issue, and maintain justice for local people. Papuans are truly Indonesian.  Injustice to them means injustice to all Indonesians.

Vision

 Mission

1. Building collaboration with human rights advocacy workers and those who are supporting it at local, national and international levels.

2. Building coordination among human rights advocacy workers in order to maximise the impact, particularly at the international level.

3. Increasing the capacity of the working group participants and other human rights advocacy workers at international level.

4. Increasing effectiveness of control on the state’s fulfilment of its obligations to enforcing and promoting human rights.

 Networking Principles and Values 

The Coalition uphold the human rights values assured in all UN documents on human rights, including the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, its covenants and conventions. 

The Coalition administers and manages the organization and programs based on the following principles:

1. The Working Group focusing on human rights advocacy with respect to attempted advocacy works for the right to self-determination in peace, pursuant to the 5 points of  Vienna Declaration 1993. 

2. The Working Group carry out its advocacy works based on the principles of international justice.

3. The Working Group is an inseparable part of the global movements for human rights.

4. The Working Group’s membership is open in nature in so far as its mission and vision are acknowledged.

5. In case internal conflict between participants appears, the Working Group may dismiss the participants involved for a non-determined period of time until the case settled. 

6. The Working Group does not duplicate any work that has been and/or be in progress in the hands of its participants.

7. The Working Group sustain gender justice and equality.

8. The Working Group is accountable to its participants and the public at large.

 Structure of the Organisation:

The Highest decision making body of the coalition is the General Assembly of Indonesian Human Rights NGO from local regional to national level.  Since the first  assembly of the coalition in February 2003 the member of the Coalition has reached  a number of 30 . And in the strategic planning meeting last june 2003 Kumpulan Bantuan Hukum Bengkulu, Sumatra (KBH) and ORI (Organisasi Rakyat Independen) Sumatra.,  Justice & Peace Papua Barat  and one Jakarta Based Facilitator organisation has joinded the colation. The Program of the coalition is executed by a Working Group under the auspices of  A Board of 5 Representatives , elected by the Assembly.
